13. MATTERS ARISING
13.1 Outstanding Highway Matters — to discuss any outstanding issues and to report
any new issues.

a) Hereward Way — Parking and tarmac area outside the garage —Bollards have now been
installed along with a painted path alongside the garage. Response from Highways regarding
the parking as follows: “My Technician did speak with the garage again about the parking
concerns raised locally in Weeting. The garage was receptive to the comments made and
advised they were looking at installing some form of bollards (or similar) to better define
where vehicles are parking. I assume the barriers mentioned may relate to this, although 1
have not seen them myself as I have not been in the area recently. Would it be possible for you
to share any photos? With regard to the ongoing concerns, there is limited further action that
myself and my team would be able to take at present. The road is of sufficient width to allow
vehicles to pass, even with cars parked, and in the absence of any formal parking restrictions
(such as double yellow lines or similar), there is little scope for us to intervene or direct how
parking should be managed locally. More generally, it may be helpful to note that the public
highway is available for use by all road users, which includes the ability for vehicles to park
where it is safe and lawful to do so. In the absence of formal restrictions (such as double
yellow lines or other Traffic Regulation Orders), the Highway Authority has limited ability to
control or prevent parking in a particular location. Our involvement would typically only
extend to situations where there is a clear obstruction of the highway or an immediate safety

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concern. It may be worthwhile at this stage for the Parish Council to speak directly with the
garage to outline the concerns being raised locally. In situations such as this, where formal
controls are limited, a practical local arrangement is often the most effective way forward,
and small adjustments to how the area is used or how vehicles are positioned may help to
improve the situation.”

Saxon Place — trench running across village hall entrance is sinking — Breckland have reported
that repairs are planned and Cllr Kybird confirmed this at the previous meeting.

13.2 Playing Field/Open Spaces/ Amenities

New Play area Roundabout — The roundabout is due to be installed on the 1%° June and Clir
Nordan agreed to meet the contractors on site at 8.00am.

Village Hall Drive — Quote received for repair of the VH drive came in at £1,440.00 — it was
agreed to go ahead with this.

Swift Tower — update on the replacement call system - The supplier did come out and change
the faulty call system, however, ClIr T Childerhouse has reported that it is still not working,
the Clerk has reported this to the suppliers.

Climbing frame — This has now been moved to the main play area, and it is proving extremely
popular with the children.

Grass Cutting — NCC Highways have confirmed the payment for this year’s grass cutting will
be £2,940.37, this is a reimbursement to the PC who now pay their own contractor to conduct
the grass cutting on the areas that NCC no longer cut.

Bulb Planting — to agree what bulbs to purchase for this year’s bulb planting -Tulips,
snowdrops and crocuses were suggested, it was agreed to discuss this further at the next
meeting in June.

Memorial Bench — update — the Clerk has spoken to a relative regarding the removal of the
lights etc from the bench area, and he was very receptive and understanding at was is a very
difficult time for the family, during the conversation the clerk also confirmed to him that at no
time did the PC discuss removing the bench, and have no intention of removing the bench, if
such an unlikely decision was made this would have been noted in the minutes. The Clerk also
had to inform the relative that there will be the annual play area inspection in June that is
carried out by ROSPA, an external company that the PC is legally required to hire and the PC
will be pulled up on the bench area for H&S issues.

Village Hall — Activities for older children - Cllr Wilkins said that some youngsters were
making a ramp for their bikes and she felt that these youngsters could do with something like
a youth club in the village so if anyone could come up with any ideas for them she would very
much appreciate it.

Saxon Place — overhanging trees — Cllr Lister said that there are some overhanging trees from
Parish Council land that are touching the roof of a residential garage, it was agreed that the
Clerk would contact the councils ground maintenance contractor to get the trees cut back.
